In the Russian language hyphenation is a very widespread phenomenon.
Please do not be surprised at the number of complex words spelled with a hyphen in the

middle.

End-of-line hyphenation is based on syllable division, but the morphological structure of a word
is also taken into account, e.g,. pe-de-peH-gym, cneu-3a-kas.

DO

1. Try and hyphenate between two consonants, especially double ones: npuH-Tep; COH-HbIR
2. Try and hyphenate between prefixes, stems, suffixes and endings: He-Boc-Tpe-60-BaH-HbIN
3. Try and hyphenate after a vowel and before a consonant: M0-n0-ko;

DO NOT
1. Hyphenate before or after a single letter

2. Separate characters 'v', 'b', '

from characters preceding them. In this case hyphenate as

per these examples: 06b-sBNeHne; KOMNaHb-OH CTPOM-Ka

3. Hyphenate inside abbreviations

4. Separate measurement units from preceding numbers: 1993 r. 20 cek. (20 seconds)
5. Separate 'attachments', e.g. 70-e rogbl (the 70s)
